Cancer Centre with the feature race of the day, the C Cup Classic.

Prostate cancer is the most common cancer among Canadian men (excluding non-melanoma
skin cancers). It is the 3rd leading cause of death from cancer in men in Canada. On
average, 58 Canadian men were diagnosed with prostate cancer every day. On average, 11
Canadian men died from prostate cancer every day.
